You are welcome to arrive anytime before noon.  Check-in is in the Community Center.  Cost is $240 per person double 
occupancy...single occupancy (if available).  A commuter rate of $180 is available also.  Rooms in Phoebe Needles Hall 
have two beds with a hall bathroom.  Webb Lodge has comfortable bunk beds with a hall bathroom.  All rooms are air 
conditioned.  Accommodations for this retreat are limited, so please register early.  Fees include program materials, 
speaker, lodging and meals.    Reservations must be received with full payment  two weeks in advance.  The camp fee is 
not  refundable after the reservation deadline.  Plentiful, well-balanced meals are served from a set menu.  Although we 
will try, we are not able to accommodate all medical needs relating to diet or accommodations.  Vegetarian entrees are 
available by request with advance notice.  Towels, sheets, pillow and blanket are provided.  A moderate one mile hiking 
trail is available for your use during your stay.  You may want to consider bringing binoculars, insect spray, journal, bath 
robe and umbrella depending upon the season.  Pets are not permitted.  Dress is casual.  All buildings, rooms  and porch 
areas are smoke-free.  Books and other materials will be available for your use during camp.  More information will be 
sent upon receipt of your registration and deposit.
